DIVISION III

NATIONAL COLLEGIATE GYMNASTICS ASSOCIATION

NCGA TOURNAMENT GUIDELINES

1.   ELIGIBILITY

Any Division III four-year institutions whose gymnasts do not receive athletic scholarships in any sport and are members of a varsity intercollegiate gymnastics team are eligible.

Division III institutions whose athletes are enrolled as full time degree-seeking students and meet the eligibility requirements of that institution for athletic participation may petition to be a member of NCGA.

Non-Division III teams meeting all requirements may petition the executive board for membership.  Their gymnasts are eligible for participation in intercollegiate athletics under the guidelines of Division III within the NCAA.  Under these policies, gymnasts may not receive financial assistance based on athletic ability; furthermore, members of athletics staff shall not be permitted to arrange or modify the financial aid package and may not serve on a committee that modifies financial aid.

TEAM DEFINITION:

A team consists of no more than six gymnasts per event.  The top five scores in each event will be used as a team score.

3. 
TEAM and INDIVIDUAL QUALIFICATION:
Declaration of Roster and Schedule
Team roster and meet schedule must be mailed to National Chairperson and National Statistician by December 15, any amendment must be in by January 15.

Any other changes to your meet schedule must be requested and approved by the NCGA Executive Committee. The Executive Committee normally considers the reschedule of meets due to bad weather or difficulty with officials travel. 

Changes that increase the total number of meets will not be approved. 

Changes should be requested within a few days of the meet in question and

emailed to the Chair. Details of the rescheduling should be emailed to the Chair within two weeks of the request.

Qualification into the Championship Meet
Teams - The top three teams from each region will qualify.

The Host Team is granted qualification. In the event that the host school does not qualify as one of the top 3 schools from the Region, they will be added as the 7th team to the National Tournament.

All-Arounds - The top four all-arounders from each region, beyond the team qualifiers will qualify.

Individual Event Specialists – The top three specialists on each event

from each region, beyond team and all-around qualifiers will qualify

for the National Championships. The event specialists will be 

grouped together and assume the 8th team spot in the rotation. Team score will not be tabulated for the specialists.

In the event of a tie for the last individual spot, qualification will be awarded to the gymnast meeting the first set of criteria listed in order:

1. Senior, if there is no senior:

2. Top regional score, if still tied

3. Top score among the four SAS scores, will break the tie.

Summary of Qualification Spots - This will be a maximum total of 7 teams,

eight all-arounders, (four from each region), and six individual event specialists, (three from each region). If the host team qualifies as one of the top three teams; the 7th team spot will be filled with 6 additional event specialists per event, three from each Region.

NCGA Qualification Standards 


Team

Team qualification is based 100% on Regional Tournament scores.

All-Arounders and Individual Events

The National Qualifying Score (NQS) for individuals and All-Arounders will be determined by calculating 40% of the Seasonal Average Score (SAS) and 60% of the Regional Tournament Score. (The Regional tournament is the final score used for NQS.)

Season Average Score

Seasonal average score (SAS) will be determined by the following formula: (TWO AWAY* + TWO OPTIONAL)/4=S.A.S

Scores from meets held with more than half of the teams being NON-COLLEGIATE TEAMS, will NOT be considered in the Seasonal Average Score.

Eastern Region; * No more than one of the AWAY meets may be out of the school’s respective region.  

Western Region; * No more than one of the AWAY meets may be hosted by a Division I or II Institution.

The Regional Tournament must be scheduled a minimum of twelve days prior to the NCGA Championships. Regional Tournaments and meets scheduled after the Regional Tournament will not be counted into the SAS.

Definition of Regions 

West: NCAA Central Region

 East: States adjacent from Maine to Virginia bordered by Ohio.

Reporting of Meet Results
Meet score sheets (using five scores per event at all NCGA sanctioned events) must be faxed the first Monday following each meet through the season to the National Statistician. Statistical Reporting will begin the second week of January.

Coaches should post weekly meet results by 5:00pm on Sunday at http://www.troester.com/gym/Default.htm.

USER NAME: coach and PASSWORD: 2back2twist 

Additional meets added to your original schedule after January 1, will not be considered in SAS. 

A meet may be rescheduled, with executive committee approval within two weeks of the incident. 

If a meet on the regular schedule is cancelled and a replacement meet is scheduled, the cancelled date and new date must be e-mailed to the chairperson for consideration by the Executive Committee. Approved changes will be emailed to the Statistician and to the coach who requested the meet change. 

Level 9 and above officials will be recognized for seasonal average scores. 

Two judges per event are recommended for all dual and invitational competitions. Any variation in the two judge format must receive Executive Committee approval. Requests must be submitted to the Chair by email as soon as possible following the meet. Two level 10, or higher officials per event will be used in all championship competition. The National Judges Assigning system will be utilized in assigning officials for Regional and NCGA Championships.

A composite score sheet must be submitted to the Statistician after the final season meet. Coaches are to list the gymnasts on the composite score sheet that have met the minimum criteria for qualification by competing in two away and two optional meets. (Posted on NCGA Web site)

Verification of SAS – Coaches must notify the statistician of any possible errors in their all-around and individual Season Average Score within two days of receiving the final SAS from the National Statistician.

 
NOTIFICATION PROCEDURE for Qualification into National Championship
The statistician, the East and West Vice Chair and the Chair will check with each other for accuracy prior to the official release of invitations to the national tournament.



The Chair and the National Statistician will perform the NCGA draw prior to notification. (NCGA Draw procedures, pg 16)

Teams, Individual All-Arounders, and Specialists will be notified of their invitation into the NCGA National Tournament by the Chair, by email before the end of one business day following the completion of both Regional Qualifiers.

Dates of National Championship

The championship meet will be hosted in the Eastern Region on even years and in the Western Region on odd years. 

NCGA’s will be hosted on the following dates:

The next Championship date will be voted on by the membership at its annual meeting.

Competition Order for National Championship

Capitol Cup Format will be used at Friday’s NCGA Championships and at the

 Regional Qualifying Tournaments.

All teams that qualify for the championship will be randomly drawn for 

rotation order. The statistician and the chair will do the random draw by phone following the last qualifying meet. (NCGA Draw Procedures, pg 16)

All individual qualifiers from the host region will compete in flight B of the NCGA Championships during Friday’s Competition. The individual All-Arounders will be randomly drawn and attached to teams that have drawn flight B. Similarly, the individual All-Arounders from the visiting region will be attached to the teams in flight A. 

Event Specialists will be randomly grouped like a team with the host region in flight B and the visiting region in flight A, when the Host team qualifies.

Event Specialists will be randomly grouped like a team when the Host team does not qualify. All Around, Specialists or teams may be moved in order to ensure that coaches are not scheduled in both the warm up and competition gym at the same time. 
Every effort will be made by the Chair and Statistician following the draw to accommodate conflicts.

Event Finals for National Championship

The top fourteen in each event will be selected for finals; 14th place ties will be included in finals. Finalists will be randomly drawn to determine competition order and placed in one of two flights. Every effort will be made to accommodate conflicts. (NCGA Draw Procedures)

Individual Event results will be determined by the score awarded in finals.




Score Inquires will not be allowed in Finals.

Rules for National Championship Scoring

F.I.G. I, USA Gymnastics level 10 guidelines for judging including collegiate modifications under NCAA guidelines will be used.

Awards (Provided by Host Institution)

Top three teams receive team trophy.  Individuals of first place team will receive medals (fifteen medals will be awarded; team may obtain more at own expense).


First through sixth place on each event receive a medal and an All-American certificate. (All-American Certificates are provided by the NCGA)

          Seventh through twelfth place will be named Second Team All American.


First through tenth place in the All-Around receive medals and All-American certificates.  


The meet director should order extra medals so those participants winning medals will go home with them. 


An NCGA Championship banner will be provided for the winning team.  (The banner will be part of the tournament expenses, provided by the host institution.)


If two athletes tie with the same score, the next place is skipped.  If three tie, the next two places are skipped, etc.  If ties occur at the final place for events or All-Around, all tied gymnasts will receive awards and certificates.


Judges for the National Championship


Eight Level 10 or higher rated judges will be assigned to the tournament by the National Collegiate Assigning System.


Two judges per event are assigned.


Judges will be rotated to a different event for finals.


Entry Fee for National Championship


Team shall not exceed $360.


All-Around shall not exceed $60.


Entry fee for Specialist shall not exceed $15 for each event.


Meet Director Handbook

The Meet Director Handbook must be updated annually by the host institution and handed to the following year’s tournament director.


National Championship Publicity and Results

Publicity and results are the responsibility of the meet director/host school.

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NCGA Procedures

NCGA Governance Procedures

An annual meeting shall be called and held in conjunction with the NCGA Division III National Tournament. At each meeting the Head Coach of each member institution is entitled to one vote. All matters shall be decided (except in special cases) by a majority vote of the member coaches present, in person, a quorum present. The presents of a majority of the member schools shall constitute a quorum. All agenda proposals to be considered at the annual meeting should be presented in writing to the NCGA Chair, 10 days prior to the National Team Championships and must be supported by at least one other member institution.
The NCGA Chair shall preside over the annual meeting, with the Secretary present to record the business of the day. In the event that the Chair is not in attendance, one of the Vice Chairs will be elected by the Executive Committee, plus the Alternates. This Vice Chair will take over and preside over the meeting. In the event that the Secretary is not in attendance, the Chair will select a Secretary to record the business of the day.

There shall be an Executive Committee, which consists of the Chair, the Vice Chair from both regions and Administrative Representatives from both regions. In the event of a conflict of interest with one of the members on the Executive Committee, that member will be replaced by an Alternate from the corresponding region. The Executive Committee shall be vested with all the powers of the member coaches on matters that arise outside the business of the annual meeting. Decisions made by this committee shall be considered temporary and will be discussed by the entire membership at the next annual meeting. Actions taken by the Executive Committee shall be communicated to the member coaches in writing.

The Executive Committee will act as the Distribution Committee. It shall be the duty of the Distribution Committee to investigate the needs and merits of potential recipients of funds of the NCGA. The use of funds will be decided in upholding the Mission of the organization.

Other committees shall be formed and empowered by a majority vote of the member coaches. These other committees shall at all times be subject to member coaches.

These By-Laws may be amended, altered, or replaced at any meeting of the member coaches.

Term of Office

Each office will be elected to a two-year term.

The Chair and the Technical Director will be elected on “odd” years.

The Vice-Chairs and the Secretary/Treasurer will be elected on

           “even” years.

The Executive Committee Alternates will be elected on “even” years,

 following the election of the Vice Chairs.

The current term of the statistician will be held by Nancy Krattiger

           Ziltener until she or the association finds a reason why she

           shouldn’t.

The Administrative Representative, will be elected on odd years in

          the West and on even years in the East.

At the Championship Meet, the Chairperson will be available to oversee the

 
procedures of score keeping, tie-breaking and the draw for finals.

Accept bids for schools interested in hosting the Championship.

Provide additional copies of the minutes for Distributed at the annual meeting.

Correspond with college presidents and athletic directors congratulating them on their participation in the NCGA National Championships, their All-American Award Winners, and NCGA Champions.

Double check with the statistician and the vice chairs regarding all qualifying teams, all-arounders, and specialists before notification to compete in the national tournament.

Notify those invited to the tournament by e-mail.

VICE CHAIRS (One from the East, One from the West):

Assume the duties of the Chair if the Chair is unable to fulfill his or her responsibilities.

Chair the Sponsorship Committee.

Assist with and facilitate all committees within the NCGA and periodically check on the progress of committee work.

Double check with the statistician and chair regarding all qualifying teams, all-arounds, and specialists before notifications of an invitation to compete in the national tournament.

The Vice Chair will act as or assign a Mentor to any newly appointed coaches of an NCGA institution. The Mentor will assist the new coach with procedures, paperwork and traditions.

Annually invite their respective NCGA Administrative Representatives to the regional qualifier and NCGA Tournaments.

Collect nominations from coaches in their Region for All Americans in Academics, Outstanding Senior and Coach of the Year by the first Wednesday following the Regional Tournament.

The responsibilities of the Vice chairs include attending yearly meetings of the NACGC/W and communicating within that committee. Currently The Vice Chair East serves on the Ethics Committee and the Vice Chair West serves on the Judges Assigning Committee.

ELIGIBILITY

Must be senior or graduate student with 3.0 or better undergraduate cumulative GPA.

Must be nominated by your coach.

All-American in Academics nominees, do not have to be in attendance at the championship.

Outstanding Senior Athlete nominees must be in attendance at the championship.

Nomination forms should be submitted to the Vice Chair of your Region by the first Wednesday following the Regional Tournament.

Forms received after the deadline run the risk of not receiving recognition at the Championship, but will be considered for the All-American Award.

Verification of nominee’s GPA must be verified by Registrar on Nominee’s Form.  Student must also sign on release of GPA.

All-American in Academics will be presented following the finals on Saturday of the National Championship.

Outstanding Senior Athlete Nominations

Nominees will be presented at the coaches meeting Saturday morning.  One Coach may speak to one nominee. Coach must initial the nominee to be spoken too.

Outstanding Senior will be selected through a ranking process. Coaches will vote for 3 seniors, ranking them 1,2 and 3. Anyone with points will be recognized as a finalist. Ties will be recognized.
Outstanding Senior Athlete will be presented after finals on Saturday of the National Championship.

Top individual will receive NCGA Outstanding Senior Gymnast Award.  Individuals will be voted in by a simple majority of coaches.
